We work alongside a diverse network of professionals—wildlife veterinarians,
rehabilitation specialists, marine biologists, ecologists, and wildlife forensics experts
—to deliver targeted, impactful solutions. There is also the opportunity for longer
internships and specific research partnerships for those looking to contribute more
deeply to our work.

Each year, we grow our reach, forming new partnerships and helping more species
recover and thrive in the wild.

We operate across key conservation regions
in Africa and Central America, where wildlife
faces growing threats from human-wildlife
conflict, habitat fragmentation, harmful
superstitions, the illegal wildlife trade, and the
exotic pet market.

Cap off your
adventure with a thrilling 2-day/1-night safari
through the spectacular Liwonde National
Park.
